1. End of season 2014-2015
Our teams have now played all their matches and the results of their efforts can be seen on the Stockport League website, which is to be found at http://www.stockportchessleague.org.uk/.    The A-team has finished at the bottom of Division 1 (this was not unexpected) but this does not tell the whole story of their season.  Frequently out-graded by their opponents, they nevertheless pushed many of their games right to the line. Congratulations to both players! 3.  Grades at the end of the season.
The current performance grades (warning: calculated by the Secretary!) for our team members are shown in the table below.  The ECF website now displays the January grades for ECF members, and these have been added to the Stockport League website.  Note that they are based on up to 30 games, so are calculated from results of more than one season.  They will therefore differ significantly from those shown below, which are calculated purely from this season’s  League match results.  The ECF January grades are only used for players in League matches if they replace estimated grades submitted at registration in September.
